To be instruments of Peace is an important part of Franciscan Spirituality.

 Franciscan Spirituality is centred on the Gospel. The Friars, Poor Clare Nuns, Sisters and Brothers of the Third Order and Secular Franciscans all profess to live the Gospel. Article 4 of the Rule of the Secular Franciscan Order states: The rule and life of the Secular Franciscans is this: “to observe the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ by following the example of Saint Francis of Assisi, who made Christ the inspiration and the center of his life with God and people. Christ, the gift of the Father's love, is the way to him, the truth into which the Holy Spirit leads us, and the life which he has come to give abundantly. Secular Franciscans should devote themselves, especially to careful reading of the Gospel, going from Gospel to life and life to the Gospel”

St. Francis in his own time encouraged people to have a greater devotion and understanding of the Eucharist. “Every fibre of the heart of Francis was aglow with love for the sacrament of the Body and Blood of Christ. He considered it an unpardonable negligence not to attend Mass each day whenever possible. ‘If I cannot be present at Mass, I adore the body of Christ in meditation and with the eyes of the soul.”
